LOCAL ORDER NO. (115) OF 1997 CONCERNING MEDICAL
WASTES MANAGEMENT IN THE EMIRATE OF DUBAI

We, Hamdan Bin Rashid Al Makioum, Chairman of the
Municipality of Dubai :

- After review of the powers vested in us by law under the
Decree of Establishment of the Municipality of Dubai;

- Upan the proposal of the Director General of the Municipality;
and

—  For the public Interest,

Issued the following Local Order :

This Order shall be called “Local Order concerning Medical Wastes
Management in the Emirate of Dubai”,

In applying the provisions of this Order, the following words and
terms shall, unless otherwise required by the context, have the
meanings set forth against them respectively:

The Emirate : The Emirate of Dubai.

The Municipality : The Municipality of Dubai

The Director General : The Director General of the Municipality,

The Concerned The Department of Environment Protection
Department : in the Municipality.
Medical Wastes : Any  materials  or  wastes resulting  from

medical, therapeutic, | nursing, diagnostic,
laboratory tests, laboratory medical research
or studies or any similar operations or
activities  including  human or  animal
tissues, blood, body secretion, bandages,
syringes, needles, sharp tools, wipers and
medicines,  pharmaceutical  products,
laboratory cultivation petri dishes and any
other materials connected or similar to them
that may be harmiul or may have the risk of
transferring sickness contagion 0 human
beings.

The Person : The public ot private natural or corporate
person  licensed 1o carry on  medical,
pharmaceutical or nursing  activities in
accordance with the applicable legislations
in the Emirate, including hospitals, health
care centers, clinics, medical laboratories of
all kinds.

Treatment : Safe disposal of Medical Wastes,

Treatment Station : The establishment specially prepared for the
disposal of medical wastes in the Emirate.

The pravisions of this Order shall apply to any Person whaose activity
produces Medical Wastes,

Mo Person may treat itsthis Medical Wastes at any location In the
Emirate other than the Treatment Station prepared for this purpose
by the Municipality, and it/he may not dispose of such Wastes inside
containers of general wastes in the Emirate,

Persons addressed by the provisions of this Order shall transpan
their Medical Wastes 1o the Treatment Station either by their
transport vehicles or by transport vehicles of the establishments
licensed for this purpose in the Emirate and approved by the
Concerned Departrment.

Every Person shall keep a register showing the nature and guantity of
the Medical Wastes resulting from carrying on its/his activity,

The Concerned Department shall determine the form of the register
and the information 1o be entered in it.

The following fees shall be charged against the use of the Treatment
Station:

a- Dirhams two per kilogram of Medical Wastes resulting from the
activities of federal and local governmental hospitals, centers,
clinlcs and health laboratories.

b - Dirhams four per kilogram of Medical Wastes resulting from the
activity of any Person other than the persons referred to in (a)
above.

The inspector of the Concerned Department and the Municipality
officers nominated by the Director General shall have the capacity
ol investigation officers in proving the acts committed in violation of
thie prowvisions of this Order and its Implementing Regulations, and
in issuing minutes of seizure in relation thereto, and they shall have
the right 10 enter all sites of the parties governed by the provisions of
this Order and to demand to review the register described in Article
(6] hereol,

Without prejudice to any more severe punishment provided by any
other law or local order, every person who violates the provisions of
this Order or its Implementing Regulations shall be punished by one
or more of the following penalties:

1+ Fine of not less than Dirhams one thousand (Dhs. 1,000) and
not exceeding Dirhams ten thousand (Dhs, 10,000).

2 - Lock out of the private establishments in violation for not less
than one month and not more than three months on repetition
of the violation by such parties. Lock out shail be under a
decision issued by the Director General in this respect.

13- Ceasing of the transport permit issued to the private
establishment charged to transpon wastes in the event of
repetition of violations,

All fees and fines charged under the provisions of this Order and its
Implementing Regulations  shall inure to the treasury of the
Municipality.

The Director General shall lssue the Decisions and Regulations
required for the implementation of the provisions of this Order.

Any provision contrary to or contradicting with the provisions of this
Order shall hereby revoked.

This Order shall be published in the Oifficial Gazette and shall come
into effect as of the date of publication.
